
Directions to sign-up to follow our team’s Twitter page and receive all announcements on your cell 

phone.  It is free to do this, however, standard text message rates apply. 

1. Send a text message to 40404 that reads follow linnmarsoccer 

2. You will receive a return text that says: 

“Welcome to Twitter! Reply with SIGNUP to begin”   

“Already on Twitter? Reply with your USERNAME instead.” 

3. Assuming you do not already have a username, and have sent a reply back that says signup, you 

will get another text back that says: 

“Great! You just need a username.  This is how you’ll be known on Twitter.” 

“Reply w/ the username you want to use. (max 15 characters, no spaces, like Tweetie113)”  

4. If it’s accepted, you’ll get a reply text that reads: 

“Got it! Hi there, @your username. Congrats, you are now on Twitter!  Send your first Tweet 

now, just type what’s on your mind.” 

5. Next, go to www.Twitter.com and click on the Sign in button in the upper right, make sure to 

choose: Already using Twitter on your phone? From the drop down list…it’s the last option. 

6. Type in your phone number and choose Continue. 

7. You will be sent a text message with a verification number, when you receive the text, type in 

the code on Twitter.com and choose Continue. 

8. Then enter your name, password, email and security code and choose Create My Account. 

9. Finally, on the toolbar at the top of the page, choose Find People.  Type LinnMarSoccer. 

10. When you find it click on the buttons shown below: 

a.  This button will add you to our follower list and update your Twitter page 

anytime a message is posted from the LinnMarSoccer Twitter page. 

11. Click back on your home button from the toolbar at the top and then click on following. If there 

is more than just LinnMarSoccer listed, you can decide if you want to continue to follow them or 

not, but regardless-find LinnMarSoccer and click on the following button: 

a. This button, when turned green will enable you to receive our tweets as text 

message updates, as well as being posted on your Twitter page.
